To see
the Heritage architecture of Queen Street to Auckland’s famed Viaduct Harbour, the city’s oldest park,
Auckland Domain, whose vegetation thrives from the soil of an ancient volcano. Continue our drive to
Mission Bay via Tamaki Drive, the Michael Joseph Savage Memorial Park, which boasts picturesque
views over Whenua Rangatira and Waitemata Harbour.

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Sightseeing tour covers Christchurch’s top landmarks, including Hagley Park, the Bridge of
Remembrance and New Regent Street, and details of the city's history, including recovery after the
2011 earthquake that devastated much of New Zealand’s second most populous city.

Arthur’s Pass National Park has an incredible diversity of flora and landscape in the heart of the
Southern Alps. Journey across the wide expanses of the Canterbury Plains into the high country
surrounded by rugged mountain ranges. After leaving the Canterbury Plains, the landscape dramatically
changes into sub-alpine before we head towards the spectacular view of the Waimakariri River and the
Arthur's Pass National Park.

Hokitika, a cool little town with nature at your doorstep with mountains, rivers and beaches. You can
easily experience the vibrant art, culture and heritage with many local boutiques selling jewellery made
with gold and jade.
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Hokitika (180km) #® Fox Glacier (262 km) ® Wanaka (Hotel breakfast/New Zealander dinner)
Fox Glacier Valley Walk (2.6 km): Starting at the end of Glacier Access Road on the north side of the
Fox River, this short walk gets you up close and personal with Fox Glacier’s terminal face. Surrounding
the trail is a world of glaciation: glacial moraines fill the sides of the valley and the Fox River flows from
under the great wall of ice. Abide by safety barriers and do not follow guided trips onto the glacier.

Lake Matheson, the unsurpassed views and mountain reflections from the forested shores of Lake
Matheson make this easy walk one of the most popular on the West Coast. The Jetty Viewpoint
provides a magnificent mountain view reflected in the dark waters, continue further around the lake, you
will find a mountain reflection shrouded in native foliage at the top end of the lake, the mirror Reflection
Island.(Approximately walking time: 1% hrs)

Wanaka situated on the crystal-clear waters of New Zealand's fourth-largest lake.

Mrs Jones Fruits Orchard, one of Central Otago's most well-known orchards. All year round there is a
large selection of fresh fruits and berries, dried fruits and honey are available from the stall.

It nestled
into the rock face above the magnificent Kawarau Gorge. You may opt to choose your jump to get as
much excitement as you could handle or just savouring the atmosphere from its viewing platform.

En-
route you will enjoy a spectacular 220° panorama, with breath taking views of Coronet Peak, The
Remarkable, Walter Peak, Cecil Peak and over Queenstown.
